Onder enkele meters leem kan men in deze verlatetigzoeve nog altijd het contact tussen de Nucula

Klei en de Zanden van Berg waarnemen.
Verschillende bemonsteringen werden daar uitgevevartt een zestigtal centimeter onder de basis van
de Nucula Klei (die zelf fossielhoudend is) komeen bijzonder schelpenrijke horizon voor. De meest
representatieve elementen van die fauna zijn Peglusien Limopsis, Cyprina, Ostreidae, Dentaliidae,
Volutidae, Xenophoridae, Emarginula, en zeldzanadmianden zijn ook vindbaar.

Het onderste deel van die 40 tot 60 cm dikke semddpnk onderscheidt zich door het overvioedig
voorkomen van kleine geremanieerde cerithiden ¢éanpiden, gemengd met grote tweekleppige

Pectunculus.
De Zanden van Berg werden over een dikte van dgetatimeter geéxploiteerd.
